Pearly Van Hulten suggested last week 
that the coming Dinner Dance for the 
Mary MacKillop educational project in 
Timor could be a Social Justice matter 
for St. Kevin’s Church and School. 
 The four-course Dinner Dance 
will be held on Saturday June 30 
catered for and organised by the Italian 
and Filipino Catholic Federations. 
 Why put in the effort for Timor? 
Well, it’s Australia’s closest neighbour. 
Its population is only one million so our 
donations will not be as thinly spread 
as it is in more populous regions.   40% 
of the population are school-age and 
96% Catholic. 
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Recently Pope Benedict XVI sent a 
message to newly-elected President 
Ramos-Horta asking that he help the 
East Timorese people to develop a 
society marked by solidarity and peace, 
attentive to the common good and the 
poorest and weakest members of 
society.

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The Rotary Club of Dee Why 
Warringah asked the Italian and Filipino 
Catholic Federations to help them raise 
money for Timor was because of their 
great track record in raising money for 
good causes.

“The Biggest Cup of Tea” and invited 
parishioners after Mass for the “giant 
stir”.
